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¿Qué es el formulario deATRIO Health Plans?

Un formulario es una lista de medicamentos cubiertos seleccionados por ATRIO Health 
Plans en consulta con un equipo de proveedores de atención médica, que representa las terapias 
recetadas que se consideran una parte necesaria de un programa de tratamiento de calidad.

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¿Qué son los medicamentos genéricos?
Los planes de salud ATRIO cubren tanto medicamentos de marca como medicamentos genéricos. 
La FDA aprueba un medicamento genérico porque contiene el mismo ingrediente activo que el 
medicamento de marca. Por lo general, los medicamentos genéricos funcionan igual de bien y 
suelen costar menos que los medicamentos de marca.
